Practice Schedule

Basketball tryouts will be held on Monday, January 6, through Thursday, January 10th.  Tryouts will end each day at 4:30 PM.  A practice/game schedule will be given to those fifteen athletes who make this year’s team.  Please allow the coaches to change this schedule as the season progresses.  Athletes should be picked up within 10-15 minutes after practice in the front of the school.

Team Rules and Expectations 

Participants of the EJMS 8th grade basketball program are subject to, and are responsible to; follow all procedures and guidelines set down by the EJMS Athletic Policy, EJMS Student Handbook, and Rules and Expectations of the 8th grade basketball team.

East Jackson Schools require tryouts at the middle school level.  The 8th grade team will carry a total of fifteen athletes.   Coaches reserve the right to determine amount of playing time. All players are guaranteed three minutes per game (unless ineligibility/suspension is in effect).  Every player needs to bring her uniform to school on game days.
On game days, athletes are expected to dress nicely.  Our attire should reflect our pride in East Jackson.  Players will ride the bus to away contests and return on the bus, unless signed out by a parent.

Attendance

1. Attendance and participation is mandatory.  In order to build a successful basketball program, players must be at, and participate in, all practices, games, meetings, etc.  Missing practice, or not participating, without the prior consent of the coach is unexcused.  If athlete has to miss, she must directly tell the coach or leave a note in his mailbox.  Missing, or sitting out, a practice due to forgetting or misplacing athletic equipment is considered an unexcused absence.  Penalties for violations will follow the procedure listed below.

Unexcused Absence / Tardy Policy

· First unexcused absence and/or tardy – coach’s discretion

· Second unexcused absence and/or tardy - removal from team 

Note: A no dress in physical education means an unexcused absence for that day’s practice, even though she needs to still come to practice.

2. Basketball players are required to be dressed (tennis shoes, mesh/cotton shorts, t-shirt/reversible) and ready to begin practice at 2:45 pm.  Players must understand that our time is precious and their promptness is necessary.  Tardies to practice, unless previously arranged, are the same as a missed practice.

Eligibility

1. Athletes are students first.  Receiving an education is the most important part about East Jackson Middle School.  Individuals who “qualify” for study sessions under the EJMS Athletic Eligibility Policy will be subject to minimal playing time.

Playing Time

1. Each player who dresses for a contest is entitled to 3 minutes during that contest, unless disciplinary actions are in place.  

2. Coaches, players, and parents will respect the game of basketball.  Foul language, unsportsmanlike actions, and irresponsible behavior will not be tolerated.

Note:  A player must understand that effort, enthusiasm, work habits, and dependability play a role in determining the amount of time a student spends on the court.  Players who are dependable and work hard daily, will often time be the ones who see the most action.
